Listening Logs 

 

Students are required to complete 8 listening logs throughout the year. Of these, 1 listening log will be 

completed based on performances observed by students on trips, as assigned by the teacher. The 

remaining 7 listening logs may be done of any jazz recordings or live performances of the student’s 

choice.

Students will be regularly tested on the material studied in class.
